Often centering her paintings around a single object, Rosen began this five-part painting with a floral scarf that 

belonged to her grandmother.

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paint, caulking, and canvas, though also skillfully incorporates clay, twine, and a variety of unexpected objects 

and materials—two bamboo shades, a placemat, and a broken ceramic cup among them.
